Ballot Access Instructions

To achieve ballot access in North Carolina, we must get a minimum of 59,000 valid signatures of registered voters.  This is courtesy of our Republican and Democratic friends in the statehouse who hold a political death-grip on the state.  It is very important, therefore, that we adhere to some simple rules.

· The forms are exactly as we need them.  Do not alter them in any way.  You may make as many copies as needed.

· Fill in the county blank at the top of the form and have only registered voters from that county sign the form.  If someone from another county wants to sign a form, get another form with his/her county name at the top.

· Signers do not have to leave their current party to sign our petition form.

· Make sure signing is done legibly and in ink.

· Email address is optional; however, name, address, signature, and date are not.  The email address is only for our use, not the board of elections.

· Return all filled or partially filled forms to the address at the bottom of the form at least once per month.

· Use a clipboard or other sturdy surface when gathering signatures.

· Besides getting signatures one at a time from family, friends, and co-workers, go to places where there are lots of people.  Be sure to get permission to gather signatures.

· Be sure that anyone else you get to help you gather signatures gets a copy of this instruction sheet as well.

· Always be courteous; do not argue or debate.

· Have literature ready or point folks to our website in case they want to know more about us.

· Always call us with any problems, questions, suggestions, etc.
